1. APOLOGIES
Apologies were received from M Nightingale.

2. DISCLOSURE OF INTERESTS

Councillors were reminded that they are required to disclose an interest in any item on the Agenda. 
3. MINUTES
The Minutes of the last meeting held on 13th September 2010 were read and approved as a correct record. 

4. MATTERS ARISING
4.1 2 Hilltop
P. Morris reported that he had spoken to Miss Rackstraw. She said that they accepted that the water flowing over the pavement is from a broken land drain. They are in contact with a contractor to carry out the work on the drive and have also discussed arrangements with Jeff Morris of County Highways to connect to the road drain. P. Morris has spoken to Jeff Morris who confirms that he is dealing with the matter and that it should proceed.
4.2 Flood Sax

P. Gregory Hood confirmed that there is space to store the Flood Sax in one of the outhouses at the Hall. 
The Clerk will arrange purchase.

4.3 Number of Councillors

The Clerk advised that there was no further news yet concerning our application to increase the number of councillors from five to six.

4.4 Winter Gritting
The Clerk reported that she had written to Bryn Patefield expressing the Council’s disappointment with regard to the decision not to include the hill into Loxley Village as a primary gritting route and requesting a further review in the spring. He has replied confirming that he will meet with us then to review in the light of experience during this winter.
4.5 Grit Bins
The Clerk confirmed that the new grit bin had been delivered. It was agreed that this should replace the smaller bin outside Hillside Manor. The small bin would then be offered to the Fox for their car park on the basis that they arranged to fill it themselves.
P. Morris proposed and K Osborne seconded that a further bin should be purchased and placed in the hedge outside the House on the Hill. This was agreed and the Clerk will arrange purchase.
4.6 Broken Grit Bin Goldicote Road

P. Morris advised that the bin had been broken into smaller pieces and J. Morris of County Highways will collect.
4.7 Churchyard Fence

P. Gregory Hood advised that he had decided not to proceed further with the idea of closing the gap in the churchyard fence.

4.8 Hedge at Fox Cottage

P. Morris advised that he had discussed the over-hanging hedge which is obstructing the traffic mirrors with Melanie Steane. If the hedge around Fox Cottage was cut back to the true boundary line then it would be virtually destroyed. Therefore, it has been agreed that the traffic mirrors should be moved forward. P. Morris will arrange.
4.9 Conservation Field

The Clerk reported that she had received a positive response from Warwickshire Wildlife Trust confirming that they will contact a local contractor to carry out the hedging work. They also advised of their “Living Landscape” projects with local communities and asked whether we were interested. G. Jones will contact them to find out more information.
5. FINANCE
The Clerk reported that on 2nd September, the Parish had reconciled cash funds of £16692.59 held with Lloyds TSB Bank.

6.1 Charlecote Lodge Oldborough Drive

The Clerk advised that the application for a front entrance porch had been refused. The Parish Council had made no representations concerning this application.
6.3 Planning Document for Village Website

G. Jones presented the final draft document which had already been examined and amended by the Councillors. Some further minor amendments were made and it was then agreed that the document should be published on the village website.

P. Gregory Hood requested that the Council’s thanks to G. Jones for producing this document should be formally recorded.
7. TRAFFIC CALMING
7.1 Parking outside School

P. Morris reported that the situation had improved following the police visit to the school.
7.2 Speeding Signs on Rubbish Bins

K. Osborne has delivered stickers to all houses on the main road through the village.

7.3 Speed Guns Volunteer Scheme
K Osborne reported that we have asked for a further loan of the speed gun equipment but, as there are now other villages using it, there will be a delay.
8. CHILDREN’S PLAY AREA

The Clerk advised that M. Nightingale had tried to contact the playground inspector but, as yet, has been unsuccessful.
9. TREE PLANTING
P. Morris reported that a tree planting session had taken place and trees had been planted on the village green and outside Corner House.
P. Gregory Hood said that M. Nightingale had looked at the trees at the Hall but thought that moving them might not be straight forward.

10. CORRESPONDENCE
Various correspondence has been received mainly notices of meetings, advertising and other miscellany. The accumulated newsletters and reports were given out to be circulated around the Councillors and to be returned to the Clerk at the following meeting.
11. ANY OTHER BUSINESS
11.1 ‘Lollypop’ signs for School
K Osborne asked whether the Parish Council would finance ‘lollypop’ signs for the school to be used when the children crossed the road when walking to the church. It was generally thought that the provision of such signs was a matter for the County Education Department. P. Gregory Hood will speak to Janet Clough.
11.2 Wellesbourne Airfield
K. Osborne asked when the meeting between the four parishes will take place. P. Gregory Hood said that he would find out.
11.3 Road Surface Goldicote Road

Jeff Morris of County Highways has advised that this road is on the County Council list for re-surfacing.

11.4 Dog Waste Bin
It was agreed that the Council should purchase a new dog waste bin to replace the broken one at the Goldicote Road entrance to the playing field.
