1. APOLOGIES

3. MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING
The Minutes of the meeting held on 23rd May 2013 were read and approved as a correct record.
4. MATTERS ARISING

4.1. Community Governance Review
The Clerk reported that she had heard nothing further from Darren Whitney concerning the increase of councillors from five to six. However, Stratford District Council are likely to be moving the next Parish Council election date from 2016 to 2015 and therefore the latest date when we should get our extra councillor will be May 2015.
4.2. Road junction at bottom of village
I Seccombe has still not heard anything from Jeff Morris of County Highways concerning the renewal of the road markings. She will chase him again.
4.3. Community Forum
P. Gregory Hood gave a report on the Community Forum held at Tysoe on 11th June. 
5. FINANCE

5.1. Internal Audit
The Clerk advised that the internal audit had been completed and that the Annual Return and attachments had been forwarded to the external auditors, Grant Thornton.
P. Morris read a letter from John Francis, Internal Auditor to the meeting. John Francis confirmed that the accounts were satisfactory and that his only recommendation was that the internal review by a Councillor should be carried out during the financial year rather than after the end.

5.2. The Clerk’s Report
The Clerk reported that on 31st May 2013, the Parish had reconciled cash funds of £18312.92 held with Lloyds TSB Bank.

6. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

6.1. Wellesbourne Distribution Park Loxley Road Wellesbourne

The Clerk advised that, according to the District Council website, the anticipated date for a decision is now September.

P. Morris reported that the auction for Tanglewood was on 1st July. He will telephone the agents to ascertain the outcome.
7. REPLACEMENT CLERK

P. Morris advised that Linda Brazendale had agreed to become the new parish clerk with effect from 1st October. P Gregory-Hood proposed that her salary should be £2000 per annum. This was seconded by P. Morris and agreed unanimously.
8. CHILDREN’S PLAY AREA

The recent inspection report was discussed. P. Morris advised that he had obtain a quote of £140.40 from John Baker, Carpenter for the replacement of the damaged cross bar on the multi-play. He understood that the work should be done this week.
G. Jones said that he would email P. Jennings about the organisation of a work team to rake the wood chippings. K. Osborne said that he was willing to assist.

9. COMMUNITY ORCHARD
As P. Jennings was absent from the meeting, we did not have the detailed plan and costing for the orchard.

After some discussion, P. Morris proposed that, due to the lack of community support, the project should be put on hold until such time as, there was clear evidence of sufficient community enthusiasm and a critical mass of active volunteers. P Gregory Hood seconded the proposal and it was agreed unanimously.
P. Morris then proposed that the land should be brought up to a standard commensurate with the rest of the playing field. P. Gregory Hood seconded the proposal and it was agreed unanimously. 
P. Morris will discuss with John Lucas and G. Jones will approach the Warwickshire Wildlife Trust for advice.

10. CORRESPONDENCE
The Clerk advised that there was no correspondence other than items previously forwarded to Councillors by email.

11. ANY OTHER BUSINESS

11.1 Household and Housing Surveys
G. Jones requested that Household and Housing Surveys should be placed on the agenda for the next meeting.

11.2 Mains gas supply to village
At the Annual Parish Meeting, D. Armstrong had raised the issue of whether it would be feasible to install a mains gas supply to the village. He had agreed together with D. Adams to investigate further and K. Osborne will speak to him to check on progress.
