2. DISCLOSURE OF INTERESTS

3. MINUTES

4. MATTERS ARISING
4.1. Number of Councillors

The Clerk advised that she had contacted Graham Raspin at Stratford DC to ascertain the up to date situation. The increase in number was approved at the Council meeting on 18th October. However, when the officers started to draft the appropriate legal document, they had discovered that the relevant legislation had been repealed. They are now investigating further as to the current legal position. I. Seccombe will speak to the officers.
4.2 2 Hilltop
P. Morris reported that he had spoken to Jeff Morris who had confirmed that the work had been agreed and should be proceeding. However, he wants to liaise with Severn Trent who will also be undertaking work in the road.
4.3 Grit Bins

K. Osborne advised that the two new grit bins have been installed. The smaller grit bin which is now surplus to requirements has been given to “The Fox”.
4.4 Flood Sax

The Clerk is arranging the purchase of the Flood Sax.
4.5 Dog Waste Bin

The Clerk advised that the new dog waste bin has been purchased and is about to be installed.
4.6 Hedge at Fox Cottage

P. Morris advised that the traffic mirrors have not yet been moved.
4.7 Wellesbourne Airfield

P. Gregory Hood reported that Charlecote and Hampton Lucy have had a meeting with the airfield management. There has not been any further meeting.

6. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

6.1 3 Hilltop

7. TRAFFIC CALMING
7.1 Speed Guns Volunteer Scheme

K Osborne advised that we have still not obtained a further loan of the speed gun equipment. He will re-apply.
7.2 Parking outside School

P. Morris reported that there continues to be an improvement in the car parking situation since the police visit to the school.
7.3 Village Gateways
M. Nightingale reported that he had spoken to Graham Stanley of WCC who advised that installation should take place in January/February. The Clerk has received a further request from Lizzie Price, Area Support Officer WCC, for an update on progress and when the £1000 grant is likely to be drawn down. An update report has been sent.

8. CHILDREN’S PLAY AREA

M Nightingale advised that Digley Associates will be inspecting the play area in January/February. Depending on the weather, he will try to arrange for the ground around the multi play posts to be dug out prior to the visit. Safety action will need to be taken to ensure children cannot play there whilst the work is being undertaken.
9. CORRESPONDENCE
Various correspondence has been received mainly notices of meetings, advertising and other miscellany. The accumulated newsletters and reports were given out to be circulated around the Councillors and to be returned to the Clerk at the following meeting.
10. ANY OTHER BUSINESS
10.1 Snow Warden
Warwickshire County Highways are launching a new scheme for a network of voluntary snow wardens to liaise with the County Highways Team. It was agreed that Loxley Parish Council should participate. A volunteer is required and P. Morris will discuss with Stuart Birch to see whether he is interested.
10.2 Directional Sign on Triangle
P. Morris advised that he had discussed with Jeff Morris of County Highways. Evidently, the original sign has been destroyed and a new sign will have to be obtained.
10.3 Royal Wedding Party

M Nightingale reported that there has been a suggestion in the village that Loxley should have a Royal Wedding street party on 29th April which might involve the closure of the road. He will make further investigations and speak to Wilf Ayres and John Leach.
11. DATE OF NEXT MEETING
The Clerk advised that the precept requirement for 2011/12 has to be submitted to Stratford DC by 31st January. In order to meet this deadline, she requested that the date of the next meeting be brought forward to 24th January 2011.
